Haiti: Why Do Bad Things Happen?

On Tuesday, January 12, a severe earthquake with a magnitude of 7.0 on the Richter scale
struck Port au Prince, Haiti. After hearing of the earthquake, it is always interesting to listen to
how various people respond to this tragic event that has affected so many. I believe it is impor-
tant for Christians to have a response for the big question — “Why do bad things happen?” Typi-
cally, Christians respond in one of three ways. The first response is no response, which is in-
credibly sad to me. A second response is that this happened to Haiti because God was sending
judgment due to the evil and sin that the people of Haiti were committing, which I believe is
judgmental and irresponsible. The arrogance of human presumption can be dangerous. Truly, |
do not believe any human being is able to make this kind of response being faithful to Scrip-
ture. According to Scripture, all will be judged some day. The third response, which is what |
believe is a biblical response, is to understand the effects of the Fall (Genesis 3) and how it not
only affects individuals and their relationship with God, but it also has a pervasive affect upon all
of creation (Romans 8:18-25). How should we “teach” children during a devastating event like
this?

On Wednesday, January 20, Cornerstone Academy held an all-school chapel and prayer ser-
vice in light of what had taken place in Haiti. | shared with the students why bad things happen
and communicated how to think about bad things that occur in this world from a biblical world-
view. It is important to “teach” the younger generation about why these things happen and take
advantage of teachable moments. | shared with them about the biblical metanarrative of the Bi-
ble or the “big picture” of the message of Scripture: creation, fall, redemption, and consumma-
tion.

In the creation account in Genesis I, we learn that God created the heavens and the earth
(Genesis I:1) and that creation was “very good” (Genesis I:31). In Genesis 3, one learns of the
Fall and how this affects all of creation, not just human beings. However, God had a plan to
redeem and make all things new through His Son, Jesus Christ (Colossians I:13-14). In Revela-
tion 21:5, one learns that in the future, God will make “all things new.” The scope of making “all
things new” is not just for humanity, but for creation as well. There will be consummation and
fulfillment of the promises God has made to believers in Christ (John 3:16-|Jjj|}
